A: I'm trying to get to Brackenridge Hospital. Would you show me on this map?

B: Sure. You are here at 12th and Lavaca. You should go up to 15th St. and turn right. Follow 15th St.
until you will the hospital on the right. If you get to I-35, you’ve gone to far.

A: So | go north to 15th St., then turn right. Is that correct?

B: Yes, that’s correct. You'll see the hospital. It is easy to find. It’s a red brick building. Pull in the driveway
and follow the signs to park.

A: Thanks a lot. | appreciate your help.

B: Sure, no problem.

A: I'm trying to find a gas station. Can you direct me to the nearest one.

B: Sure. You are very close. There is a gas station on Lake Austin Blvd. That’s only a few blocks from
here. Go south to 6th St. Turn right and go under Mopac. Sixth street becomes Lake Austin Blvd. The gas
station is only a couple of blocks after you go under Mopac. It will be on your right. It’s a Chevron station.
A: Thank you very much. How long will it take me to get there?

B: No more than five minutes.

A: I'm trying to get to the UT baseball stadium. Can you help me?

B: Sure. You're not far. Get on I-35 and go south to the exit for MLK. | believe it’s exit number 235B. Get
off there and turn left on MLK. Go under the freeway. You'll see the baseball field on your left.

A: Thanks. Is there parking there?

B: Yes, you can park in the stadium parking lot.

A: Can you direct me to Cindy’s house?

B: Yes. She lives near here, but it is hard to find. She lives at the end of a winding road. It’s very narrow.
Be careful.

A: Should | follow you?

B: Yes, that is a good idea. | am going to stay on 24th St. past Lamar. Then | will take a right on Harris
and an immediate right on Woolridge. Cindy’s house is after a long curve to the left. Her address is 4229.
I’ll drive slowly so you can keep up with me.

A: OK, thanks.
