Write the number of the picture that each sentence describes.

____ The man takes a vision test. 

(Your vision is how well you see. Do you have good vision? If you have bad vision, you 
wear glasses or contacts. Do you wear glasses or contacts?)

____The woman studies the handbook. ____On page 137 a man studies the handbook.
(A handbook is a small book that fits in your hand. This handbook tells the rules for 
driving.)

____ This window is closed. There is no one there.

____ This man takes a photo.

(Photo is short for photograph. Do you like to take photos? What do you photograph? 
Do you have a camera? Do you hang photos on the wall at your house?)

____ These men take a test.

(You can take a test. You can pass a test. You can fail a test. Did you take a driving 
test? Did you pass the test or did you fail the test?)

____ This is a driver’s license. It expires in 2016.

(Expires means it is not good any more. An expiration date is the last date it is good. 
When will your VISA expire? Check the expiration date on your food. Check the 
expiration date on your medicine.)

____ The man got a driver’s license. 

(Got is the past tense of get. “Will get” is the future tense.)

____ The man pays the fee.

(A fee is the charge for services. You pay a fee to register. A fee is a small amount of 
money.)

Practice these sentences. Read them aloud together first then each student 
should say the sentence aloud to the class. (Teachers-correct pronunciation.)
