GRAMMAR:
A complex sentence contains a clause (a group of words that adds to the meaning, but is not a complete 
sentence.) EX: We went out when it stopped raining. The main sentence is “We went out”. The clause is, 
“when it stopped raining”. Many times the clause can be in the front of the main sentence, or in the back. 
So, in this example, we can also say, When it stopped raining, we went out.”

“when it stopped raining” is called a “time clause” because it tells when something happened. Time 
clauses usually begin with time words such as --“when”, “after”, “before”, “while”, “as long as” or “until”.

In these sentences, identify the main sentence. Underline the time clause.  Identify the subject - 
verb - object. That is the “root” of the sentence. The other part will be the clause.
