I. Agerund is the “ing” form of a verb used as a noun. It is used in the same ways as a noun. Gerunds
can be used as a subject or an object.

EX: Playing tennis is fun. Playing is the gerund. It is the subject of the sentence.
We enjoy playing. Playing is the gerund. It is the object of the sentence.

Exercise: Read the sentence. Underline the gerund. Tell if it is the subject or object of the
sentence.

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II.  Don’t confuse gerunds with the “ing” form of the verb used in present continuous tense.
EX: | am playing tennis tomorrow. Playing is not a gerund. It is part of the verb “am playing”.
We are watching TV. Watching is not a gerund. It is part of the verb “are watching”.

lll. Gerunds can also be objects of the preposition in a prepositional phrase.

EX: Sara had a good reason for being late. | thanked her for volunteering.

We talked about going to Canada. I’m used to sleeping with the window open.
IV. Gerunds can occasionally be used as adjectives.

EX: | hard some surprising news. The crying baby had a wet diaper.

The burning log fell off the fire. | heard some surprising news.
