Conjunctions connect two ideas in a sentence. Read these sentences. The conjunction is in 
bold text.

AND tells you more:  We went home and we went to bed.
BUT shows a contrast: They are rich, but they aren’t happy.
BECAUSE answers the question why: We went home because we were tired.
SO tells the result: We went home early, so we missed the concert.
WHEN answers the question when or what time: We went home when it started to rain.
BEFORE answers the question what happened first: We went home before the rain started.
AFTER answers the question what happened next: We went home after the concert.
ALTHOUGH tells you something surprising: Although it was raining, we enjoyed the concert.
IF something needs to happen for something else to happen: If we get tired, we will go home.
