Pronunciation: 
When S is in the middle of words, it can sound like S. EX: aspirin, desk, interest

This is especially true when S comes before the sounds P, T or K

But the S can also sound like Z. EX: visit, easy, deposit

This usually happens when the S comes between two vowels, or when the S comes before 
other consonant sounds.


Tell if these words have the S sound or the Z sound. Practice the pronunciation. 

Sometimes C has an S sound. Practice these word pairs.
