Whose  Use ‘whose’ to ask about possession.  

Whose book is this?       Whose keys are on the desk? 
Note – Who’s is a contraction of Who is.   Who’s going to the movies with me? 
What  Use ‘what’ if you want to know about things or the specific time. 
  What do you want to wear to school today?  What time does the game start?   
When  Use ‘when’ if your question is about time or dates. 
  When is Thanksgiving this year?  When do you want to eat dinner?    
Where  Use ‘where’ if your question is about location. 
  Where do you want to go on vacation? Where are my keys? 
Which  Use ‘which’ if you are asking someone to make a choice. 

Which shoes do you want to wear today? Which of these books do you like best? 
Why  Use ‘why’ to ask for a reason or explanation. 
  Why do you want to study English?  Why didn’t you vote in the election?   
How  Use ‘how’ to ask about the way of doing something. 
  How do you make an apple pie?  How do I get to Congress Avenue?   
How much Use ‘how much’ to ask the the quantity or price. 
  How much does a motorcycle cost?  How much do you know about psychology? 
How many Use ‘how many’ to ask the quantity. 
  How many siblings do you have?  How many years did you live in France?
