It is TOO
small. This is different than saying, “It is small.” If it is small, you might like it. EX: This blouse is

small, but | like the way it fits.

But if you say it is TOO SMALL, it doesn't fit and you can't wear it. EX: This dress is too small for
me. | will give it to my little sister.
