Rules for count and non-count nouns when used with adjectives:

A count noun is one that can be expressed in plural form, usually with an "s." For example,
student--students." An non-count noun is one that
n llmoney’ll

"cat--cats,

usually cannot be expressed in a plural form. For example, "milk," "water," "air,
y

"food."

Se€ason--seasons,

We use A or AN before a count non but not before a non-count noun. We use THE before
both count and non-count nouns. But it can be confusing whether to use SOME or ANY
before count and non-count nouns.

Some/Any
Both "some" and "any" can be used with count and non-count nouns. Notice the verb
changes from singular to plural (is, are).

. "There is some water on the floor."
o "There are some dogs here."

. “Is there any food here?”

. "Are there any apples here?"

HERE ARE SOME RULES FOR USING SOME OR ANY
1. Use some in positive sentences. Use any in negative sentences.

I have some friends. I don’t have any friends.
We have some coffee. We don’t have any coffee.
We got some rain. We didn’t get any rain.

2. Usually any is used in questions.
Do you have any milk? Is there any sugar in the cabinet? Are there any dogs here?

3. However, use some in questions when offering something.
Would you like some milk? Would you like some french fries?

3. Some is used in questions when making a request.
May I borrow some money? Can you hand me some apples?

Little and Few

We use little with non-count nouns (little money, little sauce, little rice) and few with count
nouns (few chickens, few apples, few tickets).

NOTE: "A few" means several. EX: There are a few tickets left. "Few" means not very
many. EX: Few cats will eat rotten meat.

Few has a more negative sense. Example-Few horses were in the pasture. A few horses
were in the pasture. The first sentence makes you feel that there were not very many
horses at all in the pasture.

The same is true of "little" and "a little".

Use "a few" or "a little"
